The ICPO-INTERPOL General Assembly, meeting in Istanbul, Turkey, from 23 to 25 November

TAKING NOTE of the successful completion of the 2017-2020 Strategic Framework and the 
support expressed by member countries over the past four years, 
 

CONSIDERING that the Executive Committee has endorsed the INTERPOL Strategic 
Framework 2022-2025, 
 

APPROVES the INTERPOL Strategic Framework 2022-2025 and SUPPORTS its 
implementation over the next four years; 
 

ENDORSES INTERPOL’s new strategic architecture, which comprises the Strategic
